
Sit together on the floor
Place a penny and a nickel between you and your child.
Ask if they remember anything involving some coins in
today’s Bible story. (For a few coins, Judas led a mob of
men to where Jesus was, though he knew they would
harm him.)
Have your child place their hands in their laps, close
their eyes, and lower their heads as if they’re asleep.
Explain that you will read a statement about today’s
Bible story then you will pause.
When they hear you say, “Wake up, disciples!” they
should try to be the first to grab the nickel if the
statement is true or the penny if it’s false.
Replace the coins after each round.
Read from the following list of review statements or
add others of your choosing.

ACTIVITY ONE: WAKE UP,
DISCIPLES!
WHAT YOU NEED: BIBLE, PENNY, NICKEL
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PRAYER
"Dear God, right now it feels especially hard to
put others first. We need Your help even more to
think of someone else’s needs above our own.
We know that You hear us when we pray, and
You want to help us do hard things like putting
others first. Help us be more like Jesus and think
of others before we think of ourselves. In Jesus’
name we pray, amen.”
